¶ Double Stuff Oreo Cookies 

¶ Candy Corn 

¶ Whoppers 

¶ Peanut butter Cups 

¶ Chocolate frosting 

¶ Yellow Frosting 

¶ Optional: Red frosting 

Recipe of the Month: Oreo Turkeys 

Directions: 
¶ Put a dab of frosting on the opposite end of 

the cookie and secure it to the òbaseó cook-

ie.  It helps to place them next to a wall as 

they dry so they stay put.   Glue in the candy 

corns with frosting too. 

 

¶ Take a sharp knife and cut a sliver off of one 

end. Place a dab of frosting on the pb cup, and 

place it on the cookie with frosting. 

 

¶ Put frosting on the side of the whopper that 

hits both the cookie and the PB cup . 

 

¶ Glue on the white tip of a candy corn for a 

beak.  Put two yellow dots on for eyes, and for the 

black spots in the eyes you can use a dab of choco-

late frosting, or a mini chocolate chip, or a little 

sprinkle  

 

¶ Once the beak stays put you can flip them over and 

draw on some little yellow feet  

 

¶ And there you go, cute as can be .  These make re-

ally cute place card holders too, for either a kid, or 

adult table!
